LC – The collections report shows that for FY20 we finished with collections of $1,362,757.27 which is down from last fiscal year. For July we are currently at ~$69,000 with six business days to go. GM – what is the status of the priority list bill? CY – it has yet to be signed by the Governor, if not signed it becomes law (August 7th?). GM – will we be able to see what the increase in funds might be. CJ – unfortunately no. Fines levied are comingled by the courts and we cannot tease them out. 

LC – the Finance committee will meet in August and will need to approve our draft budget.

KT – We spent June finalizing our six-month progress report to ACL; submitted on July 15th. Our grant-assigned workgroups are meeting as scheduled. The NASHIA annual meeting will be a virtual meeting this year.
